A report on the attack carried out by the Bengali sttlers on three villages of the tribal

returnee refugees in Dighinala
18 May 2001

1. [Introduction:
The Bengali settlers in cahoots with military aralige pre-meditatively attacked three villages aftir

Laxmipur, Kalachan Mahajan Para and Hemabrata Kiafara - of the returnee Jumma refugees of
Chhota Merung Union under Dighinala Thana at 121308 May 2001.

2. The reasons of the incident and its description:

(@) The Jumma people of Chhoto Merung Union, whichiisased at the southern part of Dighinala
upazila in Khagrachari district, were uprooted froimeir villages in 1986-1991 and forced to take
shelter in the refugee camps in Indian State gfurd due to communal riots and mass-killings. They
were repatriated to CHT under the 16 and 20-poiatkBge Agreements reached between the
delegation of the government of Bangladesh andre¢hegee leaders and under the CHT Accord of
1997. Most of them could not go back to their how@ds and villages due to lack of security and the
presence of the Bengali settlers. However, thegesfa affected by the said incident managed to go
back to their villages. The settlers are continlptiying to uproot them and to illegally seize ithe
homesteads and villages. That is why they have besorting to various impair ways such as riot,
looting, arson, harassment, framing cases etc.nsdhe refugees of the said villages in various
pretexts.
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On 14/5/2001 Osman Gani, the VDP (Village Defenagy commander in post stationed near the
Chamrachari Army Camp of Chhoto Merung under Diglirupazila was attacked and shot dead by a
few unknown terrorists while he was on his way t® ¢amp with the salary withdrawn for his men
from Sonali Bank, Dighinala Sadar branch.

On 15/5/2001 centered round the incident, the VaBiRksettlers of the areas brought out procession in
Dighinala. They threatened the Jumma people stpuitgans like "hatyar badale hatya" (killing for
killing).

On 17/5/2001 a secret meeting was held betweemitfitary authority and the settlers' leaders in the
Dighinala cantonment. The said incident was coneaiitbn the basis of the decision taken in this
meeting.

On 18/5/2001 at 10.30 the settlers organized aingeét front of the office of the Dighinala Upaaill
Nirbahi Officer (UNQO). At the end of meeting, thbyought out a procession with anti-Jumma slogans
along some 1-kilometer long road from the Dighin&ldlO office to the Larma Square where
Dighinala-Khagrachari and Dighinala-Merung roadsemeach other. From there they went 5
kilometers south by trucks and attacked the SHamtmipur, then Kalachand Mahajanpara 6
kilometers further in the south and finally Hemahr&arbaripara 9 kilometers further in the same
direction. It should be noted that a group of ated/by Major Momin of the Dighiunala Cantonment
and many police personnel led by Officer-in-Chaf@€) Sagir Ahmed Talukdar and Second Officer
Mozammel of Dighinala police station were with tkettlers while they were attacking the said
villages.

The indigenous Jumma people of Shanti-Lakxmipulagé alleged that on arriving of the settlers,
police and military at the Shanti-Lakxmipur villagge VDP personnel snatched away a rifle from a
police and fired several rounds of bullet aimles3lgen the settlers started looting and settirg din

the houses of the Jumma people. The OC and SecéfiwkrOnvere watching the activities of the
settlers as a passive onlooker. A group of youngnia people approached the OC and the Second
officer and requested them to stop the settlens ftarrying out their activities. Consequently, ®€

did nothing except playing his referee.

Similarly, the settlers went away to their homegralooting and setting fire on the houses of Jumma
people of other two villages mentioned above. Havethey desperately tried to find out and Kkill
Hemabrata Karbari and other four Jumma refugeesasa@ontinuing land related cases against some
settlers in court.

Later, the Jumma people of Shanti Laxmipur cameavdiod to resist the attack of the settlers. The

military blocked, charged with sticks and disperseine Jumma people of nearby Kabakhali and
Pablakhali areas who wanted to come in the spatefmue operation of the people injured.

It is mentionable that besides looting of and argnrhouses, the settlers beat some people and took
away many domestic animals such as cow, goat eten the Jummal people of the villages.
According to a primary estimation, some Taka 5€fierore worth properties were damaged in the
incident.

4. Emergency Measures:

A meeting chaired by Mr. Jatindra Lal Tripura, Gh@an, Khagrachari Hill District Council was held on
18 May 2001 at the Dighinala Upazilla Sadar with thcal leaders at the presence of Mr. Sudhasindhu
Khisa, member of CHT Regional Council, Mr. Raktaltpripura, member of CHT Regional Council, Mr.
Ashraful Magbul, Deputy Commissioner, Khagracharill HDistrict, Additional Police Super of
Khagrachari Hill District, Additional Divisional Gamissioner of Chittagong, DIGP od Chittagong Range.



In the meeting, it was expressed that there wased for maintaining peace and harmony of the anda a
for immediate supply of cloths of daily use, fooddautensils to the affected tribal people. It wéoa
decided to tale immediate and necessary stepsghrihagrachari HDC, Red Crescent and Khagrachari
DC to this effect. However, the Chairman of Khaduat Hill Districts Council apprised the meeting
regarding lack of necessary fund in the Councfirtavide such amount of assistance the affectedlpeop

5. Recommendations:

In the backdrop of the incident stated above, ¢tlewing measures are recommended for consideration

1) To allocate fund to the affected people for comdiom and repairing of houses, supply of house
materials and compensation for damage of properties

2) To transfer the Jumma police personnel and offciebrking outside CHT to CHT in the interest of
protecting communal riots in the region. And tangfer human resources/man-power, properties and
institutions etc. to the Hill District Councils asr its Acts in which it has been stated that tberil
will supervise and maintain law and order in thdl Bistrict and work for its improvement including
police;

3) To take measures for adequate punishment of alwed in this incident;
4) To immediately arrest VDP and settlers leadersliraain this incident;

5) To form a committee with people representativeseuitide leadership of a justice for fair and imrti
investigation into the incident;

6) To take measures for immediate withdrawal of athgerary military, Ansar and VDP camps with a
view to stopping military operation and demilitaiion of the administration in CHT.

Press release by PCJSS

The Parbattya Chattagram Jana Samhati Samiti (AGI®8gly condemns the attack on the tribal people
and arson, damage and looting of their houses amglepties by the Bengali settlers in league with th
military and police in Merung area under Dhighindlsata in Khagrachari District on 18 May 2001. The
PCJSS demands a judicial inquiry into the incidemd immediate punishment of persons involved in it.
The PCJSS also demands immediate measures foratdempmpensation to the Jumma people affected in
the incident.

It is notable that VDP Platoon Commander Osman @asi shot dead by a group of terrorists in Diglanal
on 14 May 2001. The Bengali settlers created conaintemsion in Dighinala area implicating the Jumma
people with the incident. They organized a dematistn against the Jumma people on 15 May 2001. In
the demonstration, they delivered provocative spee@nd shouted slogans like "hatyar badale hatya"
(killing for killing) against the Jumma people. QA May 2001, the military authority called thetkest
leaders in Dighinala Cantonment and had a closed d®eting with them there. Next day, on 18 May
2001 the settlers again bought out demonstrationtstg anti-Jumma slogans in front of the officetlod
UNO of Dighinala upazila. From there, the demongtraadvanced some one-kilometer long way towards
Larma Square in the south. From there, the sefilerseeded towards Shanti-Laxmipur, Kalachan Mahaja
Para and Hemabrata Karbari Para by trucks and .jéépsy were accompanied by a group of police
personnel and VDPs under the leadership of OC Qdgired Talukdar and Second Officer Mozammel of
Dighinala police station. On arrival of the settleand police and VDPs at Shanti Laxmipur, a VDP
personnel snatched away a rifle from a police pereband fired several rounds of bullets aimlesghe
settlers then started attacking on the Shanti Launwillage and looting the houses of Jumma peaph



setting fire on them. The police remained passitdenthe settlers were attacking the village. Aftieis,

they attacked and looted Kalachan Mahajan ParaHmmabrata Karbari Para in similar manner. As a
result, 42 houses were burnt into ashes and 194ekowere looted and damaged. During the attack, the
settlers attacked with sharp lethal weapons amttsstivhoever they found in the villages that reslite

five Jumma women injured two of them - Monika Chakend Panchalika Chakma - of Shanti Laxmipur
received serious injuries at their head and otheispf the body.

Later, the Jumma people of Shanti Laxmipur camevdiod to resist the attack of the settlers. Thetanifi
blocked, charged with sticks and dispersed somendupeople of nearby Kabakhali and Pablakhali areas
who wanted to come in the spot for rescue operatidhe people injured.

Later, the military ordered the settlers, who ldob®uses of Jumma people and set fire on thengatee!

for their houses. In this context, it should beedbthat the PCJSS is observing with grave condaah t
some national dailies widely published some basetesvs accusing the Jumma people of attacking the
Bengalis and setting fire on their houses. Theskedahave even described the incident as a 'Jumma-
Bengali clash'.

With regard to the above incident, on behalf of Jnenma people, a memorandum was submitted to the
Khagrachari Deputy Commissioner (DC) demanding gptary punishment of the persons responsible for
this incident and withdrawal of the settlers froldTC But till now, no one of them has been arrestdte
PCJSS demands

1. To arrest and punish the persons involved in thielént without any delay;

2. Toimmediately conduct a judicial inquiry into theeident;

3. To provide the adequate compensation to the Juneople affected by the incident and medical
treatment to the Jumma people wounded in the same.

4. To withdraw the temporary military, Ansar and VDBmps and the settlers in accordance with the
CHT Accord.
